,& I have my own way of worshipping God. I don't need 
• somebody else to tell me how to obey Him ... 

"Or have they partners with Allah, who have instituted for 
them a religion which Allaah has not given permission 
for?" (The Qur'aan, 42:21) 

& I'm not really into religion. All this talk about the 
• hereafter is for people who can't deal with the 

realities of this life! 

"Verily, those who hope not for their meeting with Us but 
are pleased and satisfied with the life of the present world 
and those who are heedless of Our Signs; 

Those, their abode will be the Fire, because of what they 
used to earn. 

Verily, those who believe [in the Oneness of Allaah and 
what this necessitates], and do deeds of righteousness, 
their Lord will guide them through their Faith; under 
them will flow rivers in the Gardens of delight [Paradise]:'
