upon him) stressed the prohibition of killing women 
and children on many occasions, even at times of war. 

Abu Bakr, the Prophet's closest disciple, said: 
"Do not kill women or children or a senile person, do not cut 
down fruit-bearing trees and do not destroy an inhabited 
place." 

Therefore, this behavior can never be justified in any 
way, shape or form. 

Foreign policy of Western countries is often 
blamed and used as an excuse for these reac­
tions, specifically the war in Iraq and Afghani­
stan. Do you agree with that? 

Sadly, we frequently hear these kinds of excuses 
being regurgitated. But the truth of the matter is 
that nothing can be used to support the validity of 
this madness. 

Allah said· 
"No soul shall bear the sin of another." (An-Najm: 38}

Muslims should condemn terrorism and not make 
excuses for any murderous deviant, because Islam 
rejects these acts.
